THE TRADE (PROHIBITION OF [MPORTATION) (EQUIPMENT CONTAINING
CHLOROFLUOROCARBONS) ORDER. 1998

In exercise of the power conferred upon the Minister by section 8 of the Trade Act.
and of every other power hereunto enabling. the following Order is hereby made : —

|. This Order may be cited as the Trade (Prohibition of [miportation) (Equip-
ment comtaining Chlorofluorocarbons) Order, 1998

2. The importation into Jamaica of equipment (containing or using chloro-
fluorocarbons (CFC) listed in the first column cf the Schedule hereto i1s hersov
prohibited absolutely as of the respective dates specified in the seccnd column
of that Schedule

3. Nothing in this Order shall apply to the importation of CFC-based propellants
10 metered dose inhalers.
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4. The provisions of paragraphs 2 and 3 shall have effect notwithstanding any-
thing to the contrary in any law or other enactment.
